NURSE’S CORNER 
 

The Winter Skin‐‐Itch 
Dorothy Claudy, RN 

 

It’s cold, windy, and sometimes snowy outside.  We 
keep our thermostat temperature lower so we 
wear heavier clothing and layer them.   
 

If we have the temperature high, take hot showers 
or baths, all affect our skin.  They dry out our 
natural oils and our skin becomes flaky, itchy, and 
sore.   
 

It is important to protect your face, head, and 
hands from harsh winter weather by wearing 
protective apparel. 
 

Using warm water, short showers and baths will 
aide in not diminishing the natural oils from your 
skin.  Also, patting skin dry gently and leaving it a 
little damp, then applying a good moisturizer to the 
skin will diminish the itching, flaking, and seal in the 
moisture. 
 

Use mild body wash and moisturizing soap.  Look 
for products that have no perfume, dyes, fragrance, 
lanolin, or alcohol.   
 

Ingredients that will enhance moisturizing your skin 
are glycerin, mineral oil, petroleum, ceramides, and 
lanolic acid.  Look for dermatologist tested on the 
label.
